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Habitat has built 123 homes in Clay County, providing opportunity and realization of safe, decentfand
affordable homes for low income familieme family at a time. This is not a charity program. Familigs
must have an income of at least $1500/month, make a commitment to put in 250 hours (single pgrson) or
500 hours (family) of sweat equity working on a home and later on their own home. This requirement
helps the person to understand what it means to be a partner family and it teaches them skills negded to
build and maintain a home. During the Years it takes from application until home completion, a part-
