I was thinking the other day and an analogy came to me.  Having a spiritual life which is not 

grown is like having a 486 computer and Windows 7 software.  In non computer language we 
need to keep our spiritual life alive and vibrant to keep growing closer to Christ. We need to up-
grade our walk with Christ. 

Our spiritual life is what drives how it is we live out our faith.  God through the Holy Spirit 
guides us through all the stuff of today toward Godôs purpose for each of us.  We know each of 
us have a God given talent with which is to be used to produce fruit. And it is in this closer inten-
tional walk with Christ we discern our gift and are encouraged to follow through as God wills. 
We as a family have been called together by power of Godôs will for each of us and the 

Body of Christ.  We have been placed here at this time to accomplish great things. So here we 
go, but which way do we go? 

Many of the folk here at Asbury have been working hard to put the hardware together to re-
vitalize our ministry.  But we can have all the buttons and whistles we want and not succeed 
without good and current software.  With a strong spiritual relationship with God and with one 
another (the software), the tools are ineffective. 

At this time in the life of the Church I believe we need to be more intentional in building, in 
renewing, and  in re-vitalizing our spiritual life with Christ.  Why do we need to be more inten-
tional in our walk? I believe there are two reasons. 

First, if we are not always growing closer to God through Jesus,  our lives are not as full and 
rich as God wants.  Second, we cannot invite people to party that doesnôt exist.  In other words if 
we talk to new people and ask them to worship with us, we need to show signs of a genuine 
relationship with God 

Over the summer I will be offering many avenues leading to the heart of God.  Some might 
appear to be scary.  Some might sound like a waste of time. But please believe me I have no 
preference on how you grow in your faith life, I just believe we must never stop growing.

THIS WAY 
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WALK TO EMMAUS  

 

The Walk to Emmaus is a spiritual renewal program intended to strengthen the local church 
through the development of Christian disciples and leaders. The program's approach seriously 
considers the model of Christ's servanthood and encourages Christ's disciples to act in ways 
appropriate to being "a servant of all."  

The Walk to Emmaus experience begins with a 72-hour short course in Christianity, com-
prised of fifteen talks by lay and clergy on the themes of God's grace, disciplines of Christian 
discipleship, and what it means to be the church. The course is wrapped in prayer and medita-
tion, special times of worship and daily celebration of Holy Communion. The "Emmaus commu-
nity," made up of those who have attended an Emmaus weekend, support the 72-hour experi-
ence with a prayer vigil, by preparing and serving meals, and other acts of love and self-giving. 
The Emmaus Walk typically begins Thursday evening and concludes Sunday evening. Men and 
women attend separate weekends.  

During and after the three days, Emmaus leaders encourage participants to meet regularly 
in small groups. The members of the small groups challenge and support one another in faithful 
living. Participants seek to Christianize their environments of family, job, and community through 
the ministry of their congregations. The three-day Emmaus experience and follow-up groups 
strengthen and renew Christian people as disciples of Jesus Christ and as active members of 
the body of Christ in mission to the world.  

The Upper Room, a ministry unit of the General Board of Discipleship of The United Meth-
odist Church, sponsors the Walk to Emmaus and offers it through local Emmaus groups around 
the world. Although connected through The Upper Room to The 
United Methodist Church, The Walk to Emmaus is ecumenical.
